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“Forgive us our trespasses as we forgive those who trespass against us”. How often do we
say those words but forgiving others who have hurt us is not easy. It is often an ongoing
process with which we need the Father’s help. Forgiving ourself is also hard and many of our
clients facing life after an abortion feel that they will never be able to do that, that what they
have done is unforgiveable. This may be the case even for those who do not have any faith.
Yet Jesus died on the cross for all sinners and our hearts are for all our clients to come to a

place where they can receive that forgiveness.

Sometimes we make mistakes in life which changes things in a dramatic way but the Father
came out to meet the prodical son, rushed out with arms outstretched to hug him and tell him
how much he loved him. We believe we are called to meet our clients like that father did, in
a non-judgemental manner, whether they come to us because of a crisis pregnancy or
following an abortion. We also want to bring comfort to those who have suffered a loss so
that even if they do not know God, they will be blessed by their contact with the centre.
