Version (NIV)

 The Call of Abram
 12 The Lord had said to Abram, “Go 

from your country, your people and 
your father’s household to the land I 
will show you.

 2 “I will make you into a great nation,
 and I will bless you;
 I will make your name great,
 and you will be a blessing.
 3 I will bless those who bless you,
 and whoever curses you I will 

curse;
 and all peoples on earth
 will be blessed through you.”

 It’s a promise, not a directive

 Glory: intrinsic worth, 
substance, brilliance 
and beauty

 God’s Name: public 
reputation and open 
renown of God

 Worship: glorifies 
God by recognising  
His glory, from the 
nations



 God Most High

 The Lord (Yahweh)

 The Lord your God

 The Lord God

 Delivers enemies into 
your hand

 Greater than all other 
god

 Reputation for all He 
did for Israelites

 Compassionate & 
gracious, slow to 
anger, abounding in 
love



 The Lord

 God (Elohim)

 Lord of Hosts

 Been seen face to face, 
cloud goes before 
Israelites, able to bring 
His people into 
promised land, does 
not leave guilty 
unpunished, Strong, 
Forgiving

 Relents from sending 
calamity

 Name to be feared



God never ceases to pursue His original 
promise and purpose

Isaiah 56:6-7New International Version (NIV)

6 And foreigners who bind themselves to the Lord
to minister to him,

to love the name of the Lord,
and to be his servants,

all who keep the Sabbath without desecrating it
and who hold fast to my covenant—

7 these I will bring to my holy mountain
and give them joy in my house of prayer.

Their burnt offerings and sacrifices
will be accepted on my altar;

for my house will be called
a house of prayer for all nations.”
